Cold and allergy tablets (which contain pseudoephedrine)
Coffee filters
Mason jars
Lithium batteries
Drain cleaner/lye
Acetone 
Toluene, ether
Isopropyl or rubbing alcohol
Anhydrous ammonia
Pillow cases

The purchase of these items alone or in combination does not represent illicit activity, 
although large quantity purchases of one or more of these items may be an indication of 
illicit methamphetamine manufacture.
