s Establish and measure goals for pain and
function.

s Discuss benefits, risks and availability of non
oploid therapies with patients.

s When opioids are needed for acute pain,
prescribe no more than needed.

s Follow-up and re-evaluate risk of harm; reduce
dose or taper and discontinue If needed.

s Evaluate risk factors for opioid-related harms.

s Check PDMP for higher dosages and prescriptions from
other providers.

s Use urine drug testing to identify prescribed substances
and undisclosed use.

s Avold concurrent benzodiazepine and opioid prescribing.

s Arrange treatment for opioid use disorder if needed.

Survey of Long-Term
Painkiller Users

s Majority say their doctor talked about possibility
of addiction or dependence — 61% say there was no
discussion about plan to get them off.

s Majority say they used the drugs to relieve pain.
Other major reasons for taking them:

s 20% - “for fun or get high”
s 14% - “to deal with day-to-day stress”
s 10%0 - “to relax or relieve tension”
