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What We Can Do Together
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Educate

• Practitioner education
• Seek other legitimate methods of treatment
• “Start low and go slow” when prescribed controlled substances

Secure

• Protect prescriptions like valuables
• Keep track of pills and refills
• Control drugs prescribed to teens

Dispose

• Properly dispose of unused or expired medicine
• Do not share, sell, or keep unused medicine
