Historical Trends

• Total number of prescriptions finally trending 
just under one million per month.

• Opioid prescription count finally trending 
downward since 2015 – but look at stimulants.

• Number of prescribers and dispensers using 
the system continues to increase, now with 
22,500 (74% of eligible clients).

• Number of queries per unit of time continues 
to increase, now averaging 45,000 per day.

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Mandatory Use Law

• Prescriber or delegate shall access and review 
patient’s record in PMP prior to initially 
prescribing any opioid and then every 90 days 
when therapy continues for more than 90 
days. 

• Mandate is enforced by professional licensing 
boards.

• There are five exceptions to this requirement:



Mandatory Use Law - Exceptions

1 – Drug is prescribed for or administered to a 
hospice patient or to any other patient 
diagnosed with a terminal illness.

2 – Drug is prescribed or administered for the 
treatment of cancer-related chronic or 
intractable pain.

3 – Drug is ordered for or administered to a 
patient being treated in a hospital. 



Mandatory Use Law - Exceptions

4 – PMP is not functioning properly due to 
internal or external electronic issue.  However, 
prescriber or delegate shall check PMP once 
accessibility is restored and note the cause for 
the delay in the patient’s chart.

5 – No more than a single 7-day supply of the 
drug is prescribed for or administered to the 
patient.
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Access to PMP Information

• Prescriber access privileges

> Automatically established with new or renewed 
CDS license

> Requires activation by prescriber – visit web 
portal and confirm unique identifying information

• Prescriber delegates

> Prescriber may establish and de-activate 
delegate credentials; responsible for their activity



Access to PMP Information

• Protected health information, not subject to 
public or open record laws, and not subject to 
disclosure.

• Not available for civil subpoena; not discoverable; 
not admissible as evidence in any civil proceeding 
for any reason.

• Professional licensing agencies may use for 
administrative inquiries and proceedings.

• Law enforcement agencies may use for criminal 
proceedings, but only pursuant to warrants or 
subpoenas.



Direct Access to PMP Information

• Prescribers providing medical care to their patients;

• Dispensers providing care to their patients;

• Medicaid staff regarding program recipients;

• Medical examiners to investigate a person’s death;

• Licensed substance abuse addiction counselor 
providing services to a client;

• Probation or parole officer monitoring an offender’s 
compliance with terms of sentence;

• Epidemiologist with Dept. of Health for public health 
surveillance.



Indirect Access to PMP Information

• An individual may obtain their own 
information;

> Parent , legal guardian, or legal healthcare 
agents, for reviewing prescription history;

> Executor of estate, for reviewing 
prescription history

• Researchers may obtain de-identified 
information from the PMP staff.



Unlawful Access or Disclosure

• A person authorized to possess PMP data who 
accesses, discloses, or uses PMP information 
in violation of the PMP Law shall be referred 
to the appropriate professional licensing 
board AND the appropriate district attorney.

• Upon criminal conviction, the person may be 
imprisoned for not more than 5 years and may 
be fined for not more than $5,000.
